2010 GLAHA Show Cancellation
Mary Lindow of the Great Lakes Arabian Horse Association reports that their board has decided to cancel the GLAHA show which had been scheduled for July 24-25, 2010, in Norway, Michigan.  This decision is the result of the State of Michigan’s new requirement that horses entering the state must have a negative piroplasmosis test if they are coming from a state—such as Wisconsin—where there is a piroplasmosis positive horse.  According to Mary, this test costs about $40 per horse, in addition to the veterinarian’s call charge, and the GLAHA board felt the additional expense would discourage people from attending their show.  Many exhibitors at the GLAHA show come from Wisconsin.
