I just recently donated my native costume to the Kentucky Horse Park.  It will be used on their new grey Arabian gelding in their daily breed presentations.  This is where they present an individual horse of each breed that they have at the Park, tacked and ridden or driven in traditional attire, while they give a short history of the breed.  If any of our members have visited the Park, they probably have seen this.

Thousands of visitors go to the KHP every year - so it is great exposure to our favorite breed of horse!  I'm proud to be a part of it on this small scale.  Especially since the Arabian Horse Galleries will open this year as a permanent display.  And, to top it off,  there will be a huge exhibit this year in the main KHP gallery of priceless Arabian horse artwork & artifacts from all over the world's museums.  With the World Equestrian Games being held there this fall our Arabian horses are getting a huge boost in exposure to all kinds of people.

This is one of the photos (left) sent to KHP when we were conversing about the costume.  I did not have a grey horse to put it on for modeling purposes.  This is a 3/4 Arab mare used for trail riding & in winter coat.  Not the best of models.  I will also send you another photo (right) of a painting made by Rita Tate Meyer of my son, Scott, riding his Synbad son, Syr Lobo in the costume.  This is the horse we bought the costume for, back in the mid 80's.  You will notice that the rider's cape looks different when comparing the photos.  It originally was too long and plain so I sent it back to the maker at some point and had it shortened and extra trim put on it.
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
